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Phase Two has two components:

Per § 6(a)(2)(A), the Respondent must
establish a prima facie case as to each
element of its challenged claim;

Per § 6(a)(2)(B), the Movant may

still win the motion by showing that
no material facts are in dispute and
that the Movant is entitled to
judgment as a matter of law.
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
